*2. Color Wheel Spinners
[Live for God | Application Activity] 

Made to Explore: an activity that extends learning through hands-on experimentation and discovery
What You Need: “Color Wheel Template” Activity Page, markers or crayons, yarn or string, carboard, and scissors
What You Do:
· Set out the markers or crayons.

· Give each kid a wheel from the “Color Wheel” Activity Page to color. 
· Encourage the kids to use the color of the rainbow in order for the best results—red, orange, yellow, green, blue, indigo, violet.
· As the kids color, cut the yarn into two-foot lengths, one piece for each kid.
· Set out the safety scissors.

· When they finish coloring, encourage the kids to cut out the center of the circle. 
· You may need to help the kids cut out the center by making a slit so they can get the scissors inside.
· Pass out the carboard circles and instruct them to glue the wheel to their piece and cut out the center as well.

· On the back of their color wheel, direct the kids to write the Bottom Line. [Bottom Line] Knowing Jesus changes how you see things.
· Give each kid a piece of yarn to run through the center of the hole. 

· Instruct the kids to hold the ends of the yarn like a jump rope. 
· Point out the separate colors on their color wheel. 
· Direct the kids to pull their hands apart to pull the string taut and make the wheel spin. (The vibration of the yarn should spin the wheel.)
· As the wheels spin, ask: “What color do you see?”
· Explain that when the wheel spins, the colors blend into a near re-creation of white light. We see “white” because our eyes can’t keep up with the rapid rate at which the individual colors are spinning! When we spin the wheel, all the colors meld into one and it changes the way we see the wheel.
· Read the lines below and instruct the kids to repeat the Bottom Line with you as they spin their spinners.
· When it feels like I don’t have any friends in my neighborhood, [Bottom Line] knowing Jesus changes how you see things.
· When I’m the only one making the wise choice, [Bottom Line] knowing Jesus changes how you see things.
· When it seems like my brother will never be nice to me, [Bottom Line] knowing Jesus changes how you see things.
· When I’m afraid I really messed up and can’t be forgiven, [Bottom Line] knowing Jesus changes how you see things.
· When I’m learning something new and it feels like I’ll never get it right, [Bottom Line] knowing Jesus changes how you see things.
What You Say:
“Just like spinning the wheel changes the way we see the colors in the wheel, [Bottom Line] knowing Jesus changes how you see things. When you choose to put your faith in Jesus, you become a part of God’s family forever! You begin to understand just how much God loves you and how much God loves and values everyone around you, too. Following Jesus can change the way you see yourself and the way you treat other people around you!”
3. Memory Verse Moves
[Hear from God | Memory Verse Activity]
Made to Move: an activity that increases the oxygen in the brain and taps into the energy in the body
What You Need: Bibles, scrap paper, and pencils
What You Do:
· Give a Bible to every two kids.

· Together, look up Hebrews 11:1 using the navigation tips below. 

· Read the verse together as a group.

Finding verses with 2nd and 3rd graders: Guide kids to open their Bibles to the front and find the table of contents. Hold up a Bible opened to the table of contents to show the kids what the page looks like. When the kids find the table of contents, lead them to find “Hebrews” in the list under “New Testament.” When the kids find Hebrews, lead them to look at the page number beside the word. Explain that the number tells them on what page they can find Hebrews. Help the kids find the page. When they find Hebrews, explain that the big numbers on the page are the chapter numbers. Help them find chapter 11. Explain that the small numbers are verse numbers. Help them find verse 1 in chapter 11. 
· Give each kid a piece of scrap paper and a pencil. 

· Encourage kids to write an action on their scrap paper like jogging, skipping, hopping, marching, etc.

· Collect the papers, fold them in half, and put them in a pile.

· Read the verse together as a group.

· Select a piece of scrap paper and call out one of the prompts below, adding the “action” to the blank. 
· Lead the kids to say the verse in that way.
· Prompts: Say the verse . . .

· quickly while [action word].

· as you shout while [action word].

· in a whisper while [action word].

· in an opera voice while [action word].

· in slow motion as you [action word.

· Mix the prompts up, using all of the action words the kids provided if time allows.
What You Say:
“Have you ever heard the phrase, ‘seeing is believing’? Saul’s life was completely changed as a result of being blinded on that Damascus road! He couldn’t see Jesus’ face, and yet his life took a complete turnaround!
“We can’t see Jesus with our eyes, yet we can know He is real! We can choose to put our faith in Him and be sure of what we hope for and sure of what we do not see. Believing without seeing requires faith. Jesus loves you so much, and He wants us to follow Him because [Bottom Line] knowing Jesus changes how you see things.”
4. Pray and Dismiss
[Pray to God | Prayer Activity]
Made to Reflect: an activity that creates space for personal processing and application
What You Need: Color wheels from “Color Wheel Spinners” activity
What You Do: 
· Give each kid their color wheel.
· Encourage the kids to spin them one more time then stop. 
· Instruct the kids to say the Bottom Line together. [Bottom Line] Knowing Jesus changes how you see things.
· Close your group time in prayer.
What You Say:

“When we put our faith in Jesus, it can change the way we see ourselves AND the way we treat others! When we think we aren’t good enough, smart enough, fast enough, or whatever enough, Jesus reminds us that we ARE enough. He loves us just as we are, and He gave His life to prove it! And knowing Him should also change how we treat others. [Bottom Line] Knowing Jesus changes how you see things. Let’s pray.
“God, thank You for sending Jesus. Thank You for the sacrifice He made for us on the cross so we could be forgiven and have a relationship with You forever! Help us keep asking questions so we can understand just how much You love us. Help us put our faith and trust in You so we can see things the way You do. We love You, God. And we pray these things in Jesus’ name, amen.”
As adults arrive to pick up, encourage the kids to show off their color wheels as they talk about how [Bottom Line] knowing Jesus changes how you see things.
